@ Unacceptable Glass — Windowpane
glass, plated glass, windshield glass,
ceramics, candle glass, mirrors

Pillows, clothing items, furniture, sheet
rock, wood, yard waste, electronics,
light bulbs, medication bottles, needles

& syringes, metal pots/pans, metal coat

hangers
